You see it is not a contest to see
who can be good and who can be
evil but it is rather, who will be-
lieve God’s Word and put it into
practice, believe it as it is and walk
by FAITH and not by sight. Many
say today, how many churches do
you have? How many members do
you have? Well we don’t know the
answer to either question because
if they are walking in the light as
He is in the light and abiding
within their covenant and He has
not turned them over to a reprobate
mind then we are all part of the
same Body of Christ.

The Church of God Covenant
is not a pledge, a pledge is by only
one person while a covenant has to
be between two or more and it is
binding and in the case of the
Church Covenant, perpetual
(without end). Once you have
taken it you will face it in the judg-
ment of God because it is forever.
Many are being led away from
what the Holy Ghost has said and
done in the past which is in line
with the Word of God concerning
the flag of 1933 and they have
turned their back on the flag given
by God and dedicated by the Holy
Ghost in the Assembly of 1933.
God will judge us all and our ac-
counting is to Him but | would not
want to be found guilty. The only
flag | will ever endorse regardless
of what anyone says, is the flag of
1933. This is the one He has
shown me and instructed me to
cling to in 1988 while | was
preaching in Germany. The ques-
tion is, HAS GOD SAID?

We can believe all of our
lives and be lost eternally because
even the devils believe that He is
Lord but our belief must result in
FAITH or we are out of the wheel-
barrow. While faith is not meas-
ured in buildings and other mate-
rial things it is a direct reflection of
our works motivated by faith dur-
ing our last assembly. In the story
about the man pushing the wheel
barrow, FAITH was replaced with
excitement and no one was confi-
dent that the man could do the task
at hand. As the 101% International
Assembly met the excitement was
high and many

were ready to climb into the wheel
barrow with us as the power of
God filled the auditorium. God has
not left us and He is still pushing
the wheel barrow along with many
who have climbed on board. The
roar has died down but the wheel
barrow isn’t full yet and we are
asking for you to step out by faith
and get on board with us in our
efforts to build the Kingdom of
God and then He will build The
Church of God at the same time.

Our efforts are very fragile and
fruitless unless they are coupled
with God’s Plan for His Church.

The Earth Was Corrupt and Filled With
Violence But God Had A Program

But as the days of Noe were, so shall also the
coming of the Son of man be. For as in the days that
were before the flood they were eating and drinking,
marrying and giving in marriage, until the day that
Noe entered into the ark, And knew not until the
flood came, and took them all away; so shall also
the coming of the Son of man be.

Matthew 24: 37-39

The return of Jesus Christ to this earth is the
topic of much discussion in many Christian circles
today. There is little doubt that predestined events
are moving rapidly toward that wondrous time when
the Lord Himself shall descend from heaven with a
shout.

When Jesus likened the conditions which
would be existing in the world at the time of His sec-
ond coming to those which existed in the days of
Noah, He described conditions which we now see
existing. In the account provided in the Book of
Genesis relative to Noah's day, we read the follow-
ing: “And GOD saw that the wickedness of man was
great in the earth, and that every imagination of the
thoughts of his heart was only evil continually... The
earth also was corrupt before God, and the earth
was fill ed

It seems easy for our minds to be drawn to
the terrible conditions that existed both then and
now, but while these evils are not to be denied, there
was also something good going on, a program of
divine origin, both then and now. In those wicked
times there was a man who found grace in the eyes
of the Lord. The scripture says, “By faith Noah, be-
ing warned of God of things not seen as yet, moved
with fear, prepared an ark to the saving of his
house; by the which he condemned the world, and
became heir of the
Hebrews 11:7

Now it is generally accepted that the ark was

a type of Christ, Jesus being the sinner's refuge from
eternal destruction. While this is true, another anal-
ogy is portrayed with the ark being a type of the
Church. Both the ark and the Church have their ori-
gin in the mind of God, with human participation
being required in the completion of each.

To pursue the work for which Noah was es-
pecially chosen required great faith on his part. The
event of which He was told was something never
before heard of. There had never been a flood be-
fore and there had never been a mass destruc-
tion of humanity. Yet, Noah had faith in God
and in God's message.

Likewise, the Church is being prepared for
an event which has never occurred previously. She is
being prepared as a fold for the righteous, wherein
they will be sheltered from the barrage of false doc-
trines by which many will be deceived. The Church,
as the Lamb's wife, is being prepared for presenta-
tion to Jesus as a glorious church without spot or
wrinkle. This has never occurred before, but those
who are involved in this divine program today move
forward with the same kind of faith as Noah pos-
sessed when he built an ark to the saving of his
leoused

Many People today are declaring a message
about Jesus, seeing Him as the ark, and they are urg-
ing souls who are lost to flee to Him for safety. But
so few have a vision of the Church and of its impor-
tance as a place of refuge for saints of God, for those
who already have found salvation by turning to Je-
sus.

The truth is that Jesus did not come to
earth just to save the lost; He came also to build His
Church, which would provide shelter and safety for

r i g hthose avhoshadebsers thuss redeemnéd by the blwod

which He shed at Calvary. These covenanted people
are bound together in a fellowship which affords



mutual care for one another.

This Holy Nation, this divine government,
has been given laws to be administered for the pro-
tection of its citizens. It is not God's will for those
whom He has received as His children to roam about
unprotected from the roaring lion who goes about
seeking whom he may devour. As He built His
Church, the Lord provided that in it would be teach-
ers and leaders who would watch for the souls which
should be redeemed by His own precious blood.

Left on their own without pastoral care, these
who have become new creatures in Christ Jesus are
in grave danger of being victimized by Satan who
will set out immediately to destroy them. Now the
message of the Church and of its importance should
be expected to come under attack by the enemy of
souls, who despises the protection afforded the
sheep of God by the fold He has provided for them.

Yes, Noah's ark may well be likened to the
Church, a refuge for the children of God. It may be
well to point out that when the wrath of God dictated
the destruction of all mankind from the face of the
earth, it was the ark which provided safety, bearing
Noah and his family above the destroying waters of
the Flood. The wickedness of this world today is
once more awaiting the judgment and wrath of God.
This period during which earth's inhabitants will
again experience God's vengeance is referred to as
the Great Tribulation. But even as the ark rose above
the devastation and suffering caused by the Flood,
the Church will be spared the misery of the Great
Tribulation, rising above it and being borne to the
marriage supper of the Lamb.

“But as the days of Noe were, so shall also
the coming of tWhikmdtpeao-
ple tend to compare the wickedness of these two pe-
riods when reflecting upon this scripture, it is the
purpose of this message to draw attention to the two
programs of God which are given prominence in the
Scriptures —the ark and the Church.

Neither was the product of man's ingenuity.
Both were designed by God. The ark was completed
and ready for its purpose right on time, but not with-
out the faithfulness and obedience of Noah. We can
only imagine the disdain and scorn this righteous
man endured, as be persisted in an endeavor which
was so foreign to the thinking of his society. But he
knew the Source of his vision.

Likewise God's purpose for His Church
which is now under construction will be fulfilled,
but not without the faithfulness and obedience of
men and women who are dominated by a vision of
this to which they have been called and chosen.

Many who have become infatuated with the
wonder of Jesus possess little comprehension of
God's wonderful plan for this age. God's Word re-
veals His plans for presenting to Jesus Christ a bride
who is spiritually mature. Paul wrote, "Till we all
come in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge
of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the
measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ"
(Ephesians 4:1) Writing further he said. "Husbands,
love your wives, even as Christ also loved the
church, and gave himself for it; That be might sanc-
tify and cleanse it with the washing of water by the
word, That he might present it to himself a glorious
church, not having spot, or wrinkle, or any such
thing; but that it should be holy and without blem-
i s [Ephesians 5: 25-27).

The idea of a perfect church seems so unat-
tainable in many minds that those who are pos-
sessed by this vision often become victims of ridi-
cule, even as must have been the case with Noah.
But this does not hinder them from proclaiming this
last-days message and laboring toward its fulfillment

It was Noah's warning from God of "things
not seen as yet" which caused him to move with fear
and build the ark. Faith deals always with "things
not seen as yet," and some of the things with which
faith deals seem totally unattainable and unreason-
able. But God has wondrous things ahead for the end
of this age. His children need only to know Who has
§ppken@ng what e hascgaid, then to follow His in-
structions obediently and with great expectations.

Just as the ark was completed in accordance
with God's timetable, so will the Church reach her
perfection according to God's design. John was al-
lowed to get a glimpse of this and in his revelation
penned the following words: "Let us be glad and
rejoice, and give honour to him: for the marriage of
the Lamb is come, and his wife hath made herself
ready” (Revelation 19:7). This last-days message
includes more than a mere infatuation with Jesus; it
includes a wonderful plan for the gathering together
in one of the children of God and for presenting
them perfect to Jesus Christ as His glorious bride.

This signifies that She is uniquely
owned, She is pure, She is the only
one because there can only be one
who meets the standard of purity
to be the Bride of Christ. Many
want to refute this but if we will
just preach the Bible with love and
compassion the message is still
quite clear. His Church will be
marked by prophetic fulfillment of
the scriptures with an identity
hated by the Devil but clear to the
true sheep.

Jesus told His Church they
would not be left without help.
